NEW COURSE MTP 395-Clinical Chemistry Lab
The Clinical Laboratory Science/Medical Technology Program plans to offer Clinical Chemistry Laboratory MTP 395 next semester in conjunction with online Clinical Chemistry MTP 394. This laboratory course focuses on basic techniques and application of clinical chemistry theory. Students will perform qualitative and quantitative analysis of blood and body fluids. Topics covered include spectrophotometry, chromatography, enzymatic assays, and more.  This course is a companion course to MTP 394 Clinical Chemistry (online) which provides an introduction to analytical methods of clinical chemistry testing and the role of clinical chemistry data in disease correlation.  Case studies are used to assist the student in learning about interpretation of results.  A background in clinical chemistry is important to for students planning or interested in a future clinical laboratory science internship.  The lab course component will be offered in a convenient format grouping labs into monthly Friday sessions.  It relates directly to future internship activities and as such is highly recommended. MTP 395Prerequisite:  MTP 394 prior or concurrent.
