
Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies

The purpose of the bachelor’s degree in interdisciplinary studies is to enable a student to follow a program of study not provided by existing concentrations.  It may not be a minor variation of an existing program.  Students will design a course of study that will draw from two or more CAS departments/programs or from a CAS department/program and a department/program in another College.

General Degree Requirements

A.
Completion of at least 120 credits, not less than 58 of which must be earned at a

campus of the University of Michigan.  At least 33 credits must be in upper 

division courses from any discipline; that is, courses numbered 300 or above, from any discipline.

B.
Completion of at least 45 credits in departments/programs/colleges which are appropriate to the thematic component of the degree and are previously endorsed by a board of study and approved by the Curriculum Committee.

C.
A cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or better in the student’s total work at


the University of Michigan-Flint.  The grades for any courses transferred from


other schools and colleges of the University are included in the computation.

D.
Two three-credit courses of Independent Study in the senior year entitled Interdisciplinary Studies Thesis I and II.

E.
Completion of the general education requirements in English composition, fine


arts, humanities, social sciences, natural sciences, and the area options.  

By the end of the first semester of the junior year, students must present a proposed 

program of study already endorsed by a board of study, to the Curriculum

Committee.  The board of study must consist of two to five appropriate faculty advisors one from each of the departments/programs/colleges from which the student will be taking the majority of their courses.  Both the program and the names proposed for the board of study must be approved by the Curriculum Committee.  Please include a rationale for your composed major complete with specific education objectives and describe how it will be determined that these objectives will be met [portfolio, internship, research, major paper].  Subsequent requests for changes in the course of study must be presented to the Curriculum Committee for approval.

In their final semester, the student will present/produce a final project.  This final project will be subject to review by the Board of Study and one member of the Curriculum Committee.  Upon completion of the approved program of study, the Board of Study will present their recommendation that the Curriculum Committee grant final approval in anticipation of the conferral of the degree of Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies.
