Requirement of Assessment Plans.  An assessment plan is required as part of any proposal to establish or revise an academic concentration (major) program.  A proposal to establish a new academic minor program is not affected by this requirement.  September 15, 1997





RESPONSIBILITY.  It is the responsibility of the proposers of any new academic concentration program to include a plan to assess student learning outcomes in the proposal submitted to the CAS Curriculum Committee.





PROCEDURE





New academic concentration programs in CAS must include an assessment plan.


When the assessment plan is submitted, the CAS Dean’s Office will forward a copy of the full proposal to the Academic Assessment Committee (AAC).


AAC will review the assessment plan at the same time that the Curriculum Committee reviews the curricular portion of the proposal.  AAC will notify the Curriculum Committee as to whether the assessment plan is approved as submitted, approved with contingencies, or not approved.


If the assessment plan needs revision, AAC will communicate directly with the proposers of the program.  The Curriculum Committee will be notified by AAC when the necessary revisions have been made.  The revised assessment plan will be forwarded to the Curriculum Committee and the approval process will follow its normal course.
