PREPARING FOR TRAVEL

Required Documents
Entry into the United States requires a passport, 1-20 and a valid visa stamp. You will be given an 1-94 upon admission into
the United States.

Passport

The passport is your basic travel document issued by your home country to identify you as a citizen. It is important to keep
your passport valid at least six months into the future. If you need to have your expiration date extended on your passport,
please contact your home government authority.

I-20 What to Pack

Your 1-20 is a very important document that was issued to you by your school. The
document is used for entry to the U.S. It is needed to apply for the F-1 visa. It is crucial

According to United States immigration regulations, international students may enter
the U.S. NO EARLIER than 30 days prior to the program start date on the
1-20.

I-94 Arrival/Departure Document

The 1-94 is a small white card that you have to fill out on the plane. An immigration officer will

staple this in your passport. The card indicates how long you will be able to stay in the U.S;

therefore, it is a very important document. If you have an F-1 Visa, you may remain in the U.S. as

long as you are enrolled as a full-time student in a program, and as long as your 1-20 is valid. This is
indicated as D/S, which means that you may stay for “Duration of Status.” The 1-94 card also indicates
the date of entry.

‘What to expect at the Port of Entry
When you get off the airplane in a U.S. city, you will enter the Port of Entry. The Port of Entry is the official passage into the
United States.. This is where a customs official will review your passport, visa, 1-20, and completed 1-94. Be sure to have
those documents on hand to give to the customs official. Depending on the time of day and city, you should expect a long line
at the Port of Entry as well as questions from customs official. After you have been approved, the official will fingerprint you
and stamp your passport, 1-20, and 1-94, indicating the day and Port of Entry which you came through. All those documents
will be given back you. Keep them all safe as they are record of your entry into and exit from the U.S.



Arriving at the Airport

Let us know when your travel plans are arranged. The International Student Center offers airport pick-up service from the
Flint Bishop International Airport. You can get a connecting flight to Flint Bishop Airport from the Detroit Metropolitan
Airport. Although daytime arrival times are more convenient, it is possible to be picked up from the Flint airport regardless
of the time, if you provide the ISC with your arrival information in advance.

English Language Program

The English Language Program (ELP) is an intensive language program designed to develop students’ skills in reading,
vocabulary, writing, grammar, listening, and speaking. Full time ELP students spend 20 hours per week in the classroom in
morning and afternoon sessions while part time students attend 10 hours per week of instruction. In addition to academics,
the program offers cultural activities and field trips on- and off-campus. The courses are taught by internationally
experienced and dedicated staff members. Upon arrival and at the end of each semester, students take the MELAB language
placement exam. Based on the MELAB results, students are placed into the appropriate level courses.

Some students are conditionally admitted into the University of Michigan- Flint. Once these students have met the language
proficiency requirement, they may begin to take degree seeking courses. Other students may come to the University of
Michigan-Flint for a study abroad program where their sole purpose is to study English in the United States. The University
of Michigan-Flint also has students that come to the U.S. for one year to study both English and Business courses.

Though it is possible to drive with your driver license from home when you first arrive, we
strongly recommend that you obtain the Michigan driver’s license as soon as possible if you
plan to drive more than once or twice per week. The cost is low; and having a Michigan
driver’s license can make it easier and cheaper for you to buy a car, rent a car, or buy car
insurance.
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You may apply for a Michigan driver’s license at a Secretary of State branch office. The Flint
office is across the street from the University Pavilion on Saginaw Street.. You must pass You will receive a vertical drivers
written, vision, and road skills tests before your license will be issued.

Health Insurance

You will automatically be enrolled in health insurance called the University of Michigan International Plan
(UMIP). If you have a different health insurance plan, it will need to meet the standards of UMIP in order to be
waived out of the UMIP.

Housing

Off-Campus

There are many apartments near campus and in the community. The International Student Center is a resource
for you to find housing around campus that will suit your needs. Please note the ISC is only a resource for
housing and is not affiliated with any housing agents or buildings. It is important that you have a credit card or
sufficient cash (U.S. dollars) with you for your initial accommodations until an apartment can be located.
Apartment owners require a deposit to be paid equivalent to two months rental charges in order to rent an
apartment..

Paying Tuition

The university accepts payments in cash, personal checks, money orders, cashiers checks, and credit cards (Visa, MasterCard,
and Discover only). On-line payment options include credit cards (Visa, MasterCard, and Discover only). Please do not mail
in cash payments. The University does not accept demand drafts. The university also offers a 3-Month Payment plan which
allows students to pay tuition over a three month period. If your tuition is not paid in full by the due date and you are not
enrolled in a payment plan you will not be dropped from your courses, but you will receive a 1.5% monthly late fee on the
unpaid balance. You will not be able to register for a future semester and you will not be able to request official transcripts
until your balance is paid in full.

Employment

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has
strict regulations about the employment of international
students. Students holding F-1 visas are allowed to work
on campus for up to 20 hours per week during the school
year and more than 20 hours a week during vacation peri-
ods. Current U.S. immigration rules require prior au-
thorization by ISC for off-campus employment in your
field of study. You are not eligible to receive a social secu-
rity number prior to receiving a job offer. Please visit the
ISC with any questions.

Cell Phones

For mobility , students can purchase cell phones. There are two
options to consider: pre-paid plans and contract plans. With a
pre-paid plan, you can purchase a phone and add minutes to it as
you please with phone cards. You may discontinue usage at any-
time with little to no fees. Contract plans usually require you to
sign a contract for which you must remain with the provider for
two or three years. A credit check is usually required. If you
choose to discontinue service before the contract term ends, you
will be required to pay a fee, usually ranging between $150 to
$300. Make sure you find out these details before you sign a
contract.

Reporting to the ISC

After you arrive in Flint, you
must check in with the ISC. This
process takes place during
orientation. If you fail to attend
orientation, make sure you check
in at the 1SC within 15 days of
your arrival. Bring the following
documents with you:

- Passport
- 1-94 Card
- 1-20

UM-FIlint is required to check
these documents to confirm your
status in the United States. Failure
to do so could result in loss of
your legal status in the U.S.
