Comments on the Bachelor of Science sample schedule:

· This is a sample schedule only, not a required schedule.  It is a demanding schedule.  Some students will not want such a heavy semester load or will not be able to carry such a heavy load – especially in the freshman year.  In those cases, adjustments must be made.

· The much lighter load suggested in the senior year is not required.  It simply gives the student more time to practice for the senior recital – the capstone of Applied Music – and to prepare for graduate school auditions and/or future employment. 

· The Department of Music encourages students to participate in more than one ensemble, if possible and if desired.  The sample schedule indicates only one ensemble per semester – students may wish to participate in Wind Symphony and Jazz Ensemble, or Chorale and Wind Symphony, or Chorale and Chamber Singers, etc.  The more a student performs, the better musician he or she becomes.

· Courses outside music are available in Spring and Summer terms.

· Applied Music courses are available in Spring/Summer terms as a 14-week course.  A student who wishes to study Applied Music in Spring/Summer will register in Spring and study for the 14 weeks of Spring and Summer terms combined.  The juries for Applied Music in Spring/Summer are held in August, during the days of finals for Summer term.
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
