
SUPPLEMENTARY CONDITIONS

The University of Michigan Standard General Conditions, issue of January, 1998 will be used to regulate all construction, renovations, and installations in university properties. ADMINISTRATION

Unless otherwise stated, the Facilities Management Department will designate an individual from the Architectural/Engineering Services Unit as the University Representative to administer, oversee, and approve all construction, renovations, and installations.

All invoices must reflect the University of Michigan Purchase Order number and a description of the work; minimally the building and room number.  All invoices must be accompanies by receipts for all materials used.

DOCUMENTS

The contractor will be issued no more than six sets of documents.  Additional sets will be furnished at cost to the contractor.

THE WORK

The work comprises the complete installation, renovation, or construction as required by the various drawings, specifications, and documents supplied to the Contractor by the University.  The work includes all labor, material, and equipment needed for such installation, renovation, or construction.

SCHEDULING THE WORK

Commencement of any construction, demolition, or renovation activities is to be coordinated through the University Representative at least 48 hours in advance.  Work to be done in occupied areas shall be carried out on evenings and/or weekends unless otherwise approved by the University Representative.  The occupied work areas shall be left clean and useable during business hours.

CHANGES IN THE WORK

The University representative may at any time order extra work or make changes by altering, adding to or deleting from the work as required by unforeseen circumstances or hidden conditions.

MATERIALS

All materials supplied by the Contractor shall be new, and installed according to the manufacturer's recommended methods.  Where required, such materials must comply with the codes and standards specified or indicated on the various drawings and documents.  The University representative must authorize any substitution of specified material.

The University reserves the right to reject any material that does not meet these requirements.

INSPECTIONS

All work carried out shall be subject to test and inspections by University Inspectors to assure that the work strictly complies with the applicable code or codes and University requirements.
MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS

Copies of current Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for all material proposed for use on the project shall be submitted to the University Representative.  Material shall not be brought onto the site until such MSDS are received, reviewed, and approved.

PERMITS

The Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits, licenses, and inspections necessary for the proper execution and completion of the work.

All contractors and personnel performing any cutting, welding, brazing, grinding, soldering, or related activities on University of Michigan property are required to obtain, inspect, fill-out, and execute a HOT WORK Permit.

CODES

It shall be the Contractor's responsibility to comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, ordinances, rules or regulations.

STANDARDS

In procuring items used in the work, it is the Contractor's responsibility to verify the requirements of any specifically named standard and to confirm that the items used meet or exceed the requirements of the specified standard.

QUALIFICATIONS OF WORKERS

The Contractor must use only thoroughly trained and experienced workers, completely familiar with the type of work being carried out.  If licensed journeymen are required by law or ordinance it is the Contractor's responsibility to supply them.  Work by an apprentice will be allowed only if the apprentice is currently and actively engaged in a certified apprenticeship program and works under the guidance of at least one journeyman.  There must be a licensed journeyman on the site and in the same vicinity as that of the apprentice at all times while the apprentice is performing work.

In acceptance or rejection of the completed work, no allowance will be made for lack of skill on the part of the workmen.

The General Contractor will be responsible for all work carried out by its own forces and of its subcontractors.

INSURANCE

Provide a certificate of insurance naming the University of Michigan as an additional insured party covering the contract period in levels equal to or greater than the following levels shall be submitted to the Purchasing Department.

A. General Liability with limits of $2 million per occurrence and $3 million aggregate.

B. Auto Liability for owned, hired, or leased vehicles with a combined single limit of $1 million.

C. Workers' Compensation adequate to meet State of Michigan statutory limits

D. Professional Liability with limits as follows:

PREVAILING WAGE

The wages and fringe benefit rates to be paid to each class of construction mechanic by the Contractor and all subcontractors shall be not less than the wage and fringe benefit rates currently prevailing in the locality in which the work is to be performed as determined by The Michigan Department of Labor, Bureau of Employment Standards, Wage Hour Administration. SAFETY

The Contractor is responsible for all notifications and permits required to successfully complete the work as required by state, federal and local laws.

The Contractor will ensure that all work is performed in accordance with all state, federal and local rules, regulations/ordinances as well as by established University of Michigan guidelines and policies.  This includes, but is not limited to, those applicable rules, regulations and guidelines addressing activities that involve working with or near asbestos containing materials and lead base paint.

The Contractor is responsible for communicating, monitoring and enforcing all health and safety rules and regulations with all sub-contractors

The Contractor must have all applicable written health and safety programs, and provide their own employees with all appropriate health and safety training/certification and the equipment required to safely perform the job tasks to complete this project in accordance with state and federal regulations.  This includes, but is not limited to, hazard communication, lockout-tagout, confined space entry, electrical safety, PPE and respiratory protection, and any other that may apply.

When work in a given area is complete, it shall be the responsibility of the contractor to properly remove and legally dispose of any hazardous materials either used in or generated during the course of the work.

CLEANING

During the course of the work, the Contractor shall keep University property free from waste materials and rubbish caused by the work.

University refuse containers are NOT to be used by the Contractor.

When the work is complete, the Contractor will remove all tools, surplus materials, scrap, debris, and waste from the job site.  The site and all surfaces are to be left clean, swept, vacuumed, & wiped.

Should the Contractor fail to carry out this cleaning satisfactorily, the Owner will do so and the costs thereof will be charged to the Contractor.

Smoking is not permitted within University Buildings.

PARKING

The Contractor shall inform the University Representative of the number of PARKING PERMITS that will be required and shall restrict parking to the areas designated on the permit(s) issued.
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
